ORDINANCE NO: 2011-86

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A DUTY TO RECORD THE
PERFORMANCE OF WEDDINGS BY CITY OFFICIALS.

WHEREAS, the City Council of Von Ormy deems it necessary and proper for the public safety
and general welfare of the city to keep a record of all weddings performed by the City’s Officials
and;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
VON ORMY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1. PURPOSE

The purpose of this Ordinance is to keep an accurate record of the weddings performed by the
City’s Municipal Judges and Mayor, whether performed at a City facility or elsewhere, in order
to keep an accurate record thereof.

SECTION 2. DUTY TO RECORD

It shall be the duty of the Presiding Judge, each Associate Judge and Mayor of the City of Von
Ormy to record with the City Clerk all weddings performed by them.

SECTION 3. DUTY TO MAINTAIN RECORDS

The City Clerk shall maintain a record book of all weddings performed by the Presiding Judge,
Associate Judge or Mayor. The book shall record, at a minimum, the date of the wedding, the
names of the bride and groom, the location of the wedding, the names of the witnesses, and the
jurisdiction issuing the marriage license.
